Basic syntax of HTML and CSS. Note the similarities and differences.
HTML:
Example: <p lang="fr">This is a paragraph.</p>
p is the tag; note it could also be just <p>
lang is the attribute. Think of it like a characteristic of this <p> tag.
fr is the value of the attribute. Note that it is in straight (not curly/typographer/smart) quotes. (what does lang="fr" probably mean?)
Some people (Duckett, your textbook author) would call lang the attribute name and fr the attribute value.
</p> is the closing tag in all cases, whether there are attributes or not.
The whole thing <p lang="fr">This is a paragraph.</p> is called an element.
CSS:
Example: p {color: red;}
p here is the selector. It is called a tag or type selector (all elements of this type get the specified properties)
color is the property, equivalent to the attribute in HTML
red is the value, same name as a value in HTML
Note the characters used. HTML uses angle brackets (less than < or greater than >) while CSS uses curly brackets {  }. HTML uses equal signs between attribute and value, CSS uses colons between property and value. HTML uses quotes around the value, CSS generally does not. CSS ends each declaration with a semi-colon.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Other basic selectors (see the PDF on the February 4 or 11 page or my CSS demo) are:
the class selector. Example: .fred {color: red;}. This is then applied in the HTML with a class attribute, e.g. <p class="fred">This is a red paragraph.</p> Note that there is no dot (.) in the HTML attribute
the ID selector. Example #foo {color: red;}. This is then applied in HTML with an ID attribute, e.g. <h1 id="foo">This is a red headline.</p> Note that there is no hashtag (pound sign/octothorpe) in the HTML attribute.
