Research Paper Presentations

For each person
Be prepared to present 10 to 15 minutes on your final term paper, including but not limited to:

· why you chose the topic

· the thesis statement/research question

· an outline of the sections (go over your paper)
· discussion of the sources you used, and perhaps your research strategy

You might also include description of a particular source or case study and why it was useful for your paper, and mention of any statistics of interest and so on.
For your “group”
Meet to decide how to organize your group, and determine the connections among your papers. These can include both similarities, and instances in which the papers seem to contradict each other.

Present the group’s conclusions, as well as the content of each individual paper.

Include at least one visual or audio-visual element for each person in your group. This can be a film clip, Web site, or clip or video on the Web. 
Have a PowerPoint presentation for each paper. If you can add slides to frame the papers together, you should do so.
