You’ll have noted that Robin Williams ends most chapters with a suggestion that you “look around” and compile samples in an “idea file.” Others call it a “swap file” or “swipe file” (seems more honest to me).
So, get started on ideas that you can use for your final two layouts—the magazine spreads based on La Salle stories, and the magazine redesign dummy. You will need to look through a variety of magazines, as each magazine might have only one or two varieties of each item. We have some here in the lab, you might own others, you can probably get old ones from the dentist, and so on. Keep these for the Scavenger Hunt.
Get at least four distinct examples in each category, and neatly affix them in groups to a labeled page . Put them in a folder, file folder, etc. DUE March 29.
· Page structures (2 column, 3 column, 2 + a ½ ( drop) column, 3 + drop, other)
· Folio lines (page number, name, date)

· Body text (different leading, type size, first line/paragraph changes)

· Initial letter (raised, or drop cap)

· Pull quotes (also called callouts); placement, size treatment of the “, lines/rules

· Headlines (feature-style, news-style, primary vs. secondary)

· Captions or cutlines

· Bylines

· Photo credits

· Jump lines (Continued on p. x), and jump heds (From p. x)

· Graphic elements (boxes, rules, screens, dingbats)

· Endmarks

· Author’s bio or Endlines
