Guppy graph instructions

I. Making the weight graph.

Enter the data into Excel as shown below.

The text in those tall cells is “wrapped.”  To wrap text, go to Format/Cell, choose the Alignment Tab and check the Wrap text box. 

Make two charts in Excel like those found in guppy.doc. 

· Highlight one of the data sets, row and column labels included.  

· Click on the Chart Wizard; choose Clustered Column from the Standard Types menu, then click the Next button. 

· Click on Columns on the Series in radio button: click Next. 

· Under the Titles tab, enter “Weight of guppies at maturity (mg)” in the Value (Y) axis textbox. 

· Under the Legend tab, deselect (remove the check) from the Show Legend checkbox. 

· Under the Data Labels tab, click on the Show value radio button. Click Finish.

· Right click in the plot area (the gray background of the columns) and choose Format Plot Area. Choose a light green color from the palette and click OK. 

· Right click in the first column and choose Format Data Series. Choose a darker blue color from the palette under the Patterns tab and click OK. 

· Right click in the second column and choose Format Data Series. Choose a dark gray color from the palette under the Patterns tab and click OK. 

· Right click on the black horizontal lines running through the plot area: choose Format Gridlines.  Under the Patterns tab, click on the drop-down arrow next to the Color box and choose white from the palette.  Click OK. 

· Right click on the numbers along the y axis, and choose Format Axis.  Under the Scale tab, enter 240 in the Maximum textbox and 40 in Major unit textbox.  Click OK. 

· Right click on the y-axis label “Weight of…” and choose Format Axis Title. Under the Font tab, choose Regular under Font style. 

II. Making the Age graph.

Edit the second chart in a similar fashion:

· Y-axis label: “Age at maturity (days)”. 

· Y=axis maximum: 120. 

III. Pasting into Word table. 

· Make a table in Word (three rows, two columns).

· Merge the cells in the first and last rows. 

· Increase the height of the middle row. 

· Copy the charts (from Excel) and paste them (one at a time) into the middle row.  

· Click on a chart and place the cursor over the little black boxes along the edge, when you get a double-headed arrow you can drag to resize the graph.  

· Enter the legend (see guppy.doc) in the top row. One way to get the boxes is to go to Insert Symbols, choose Webdings, Wingdings or Wingdings 2, find a square. 

· Change the color of the square just as you would change the font color. 

· Enter the caption (see guppy.doc) in the bottom row.
