Practice on parsing, forget about the tabpage, do only the first tab!!! 
This program allows the user to review information about dogs and then to rate those dogs. 

1. Place a comment with your name at the top of the form and another at the top of the class. No other comments are needed.

2. Create a form like that shown below. 
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3. Change the name of the Form in all of the appropriate places.  

4. Change the font size on the Form to 12 pt.

5. All coded controls must have self-documenting names (i.e. do not leave the names such as Button1).  

6. When the form loads, read the file DogData.txt, which uses a slash as a delimiter to separate the dog properties.  Use the data to instantiate and initialize arrays of dog variables 
Breed Name  

Height In Inches 

Breed Color

Breed Character

Breed Group

7. The name of the breeds should be placed in the listbox on the lower left. (Do not sort the listbox). 

8. The first tabpage has a set of radiobuttons (contained in groupbox).  These radiobuttons allow the user to select between English and Metric.  If English is selected, the dog heights will be displayed in inches.  If Metric is selected the dog heights will be displayed in centimeters (the height in inches multiplied by 2.54). 

9. English should be selected initially.  
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10. When a dog is highlighted in the listbox, a picture of that breed is displayed in a picturebox and the other properties are displayed in a label (with 8-point font). The dog image files are supplied  – the name of the file is the name of the breed and the extension is .jpg. 

11. The second tabpage has a (sorted) combobox containing the groups of dogs (sorted, no duplications).

12. When the OK button is clicked, the picture of the first dog of the selected group is displayed. 
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13. The user can use a scrollbar to rate the dog on a scale of 1 to 10. The score is also displayed in a textbox.  (The scrollbar’s LargeChange property should be set to 1.)

14. When the user clicks the next button, the score is recorded in a file called Rate.txt in the project’s bin folder and the next dog picture is loaded into the picture.  

15. If the next button is clicked and there are no more dogs in the group, then a messagebox pops up saying so and the file stream should be closed. 
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
