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You must have a comment with your name as well as meaningful control names. 

- Design a form like that shown above. 

· Its color should not be default gray. 
· Change its name and its Text property. 

· Its font size should be 12 point.

- There is a textbox for the user to enter a three-digit number.  
· It should be right justified. 
· If the user changes the data in this textbox, all subsequent results should be cleared out.

- There is a button that concatenates the three digit number with itself (e.g. 123 would become 123123).
· If the user did not enter a number, a message box should appear saying so.  The user’s entry should be cleared out and the cursor placed in that first textbox.  
· If the user’s number is not between 100 and 999, a message box should appear saying so.  The user’s entry should be cleared out and the cursor placed in that first textbox.  

· The concatenated number should be placed in a Read-Only, right-justified textbox and the next lower button should be enabled. 
- The next button (which was initially disabled) divides the concatenated number by 7 and displays the result in a Read-Only, right-justified textbox and enables the next lower button. 
- This button is like the one above but divides that above result by 11. 

- Another button is like the previous two but divides that above result by 13. (This should bring back the original three-digit number.) 
- A clear button should empty out all of the textboxes and disable all but the first button.
