4. Write a query that calculates the average fuel efficiency of the flights. 

5. Write a query to find the employees who are not pilots. 
6. Write a query to rank the customers according to who has taken the most flights. 
7. Write a query to rank the customers according to who has flown the most miles.

8. Write a query to find the manufacturer and model of aircraft that has been used on the most flights. 

9. Write a query to ranks the pilots according to who has taken the most flights. 

10. Make a list of the Ratings and the names of the employees who have earned those ratings. 
11. Make a list of customers and employees who have flown to the ATL destination.
12. Parameterize the above query so that the user is prompted to enter the destination code.
