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Go to SQL View, add word TOP 1
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Database (Access 2000 file format)

[ELECT TOP 1 Custormers CompanyName, Count(Orders,OrderID) AS CountoforderlD
[FROM Customers INNER JOIN Orders ON Customers. CustmerID = Orders.CustormeriD

[GROUP BY Customers.Campanyiame
[ |ORDER BY Count(Orders.OrderID) DESC;
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This approach is easier, but you should be familiar with the use of sub-queries that the other approach used.
