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1. Insert the WinXP disk, close and start-up screens that might arise.

2. Shut down.

3. Disconnect the RJ-45 plug from the back of the computer.
4. Turn removable hard-drive key, remove drive, insert “your” drive, turn key, turn on power. 

5. Choose to boot from CD, choose to set up Windows XP (agree to conditions).
6. Agree to the license question and then follow the on-screen directions to delete any partitions.
