2. Start a command window.  (Help save on toner by changing its background color to white and its text color to black.) Change the directory to the root c:\.  Use the command attrib to find the files that are system, hidden and read only.  What are they?  What do they do?  

3. On a floppy disk, create a file called FromA.txt.  On the C drive, create a disk called FromC.txt. 

4. The Windows Recovery Console needs approximately 7MB.  Place a screen capture below that shows how much space you have on your C drive. 

5. Put in the Windows XP install disk.  Go to Start/Run ((+R) and in the Open textbox enter D:\i386\winnt32 /cmdcons and click OK.  Click Yes. Click OK. 

6. Reboot.  Select Windows Recovery Console from the startup menu.  Log on as administrator.  What directory do you start in? 

7. Enter the command fixboot /? to view the Help for the fixboot command. What does the fixboot command do? 

8. Enter the command systemroot /? to view the Help for the systemroot command. What does the systemroot command do? 

9. Enter the command cd .. .  What happens?

10. Enter the command cd “Program Files”. What happens?  

11. Enter the command copy c:\FromC.txt a:\ . What happens?

12. Enter the command copy a:\FromA.txt c:\ .  What happens?

13. Enter the command exit.  What happens?

14. Right click on My Computer and choose Properties ((+Break), chose the advanced tab, in the Startup and Recovery area, click on the Settings button. Change the two Time to display … options to 5 seconds. 

15. What happens when you hit the Edit button in the System startup area?

16. Return to the Advanced tab of the System Properties dialog, click on the Settings button in the Performance area.   What are some of the differences between Adjust for best appearance and Adjust for best performance?

17. What is the manufacturer’s name for the Display adapter?  How did you find it? 

18. Go to Start/Run ((+R) type regedit in the Open textbox and Enter.  Make sure My Computer is highlighted on the left hand side.
