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Browser Settings

1. Open Internet Explorer, go to Help/About Internet Explorer.  What is this version of Internet Explorer’s Cipher Strength?  What does Cipher Strength mean?

2. Under Tools/Pop up Blocker/Pop up Blocker Settings, add the URL for obtaining Microsoft updates to the list of sites from which you allow pop ups. Paste a screen capture below. 

3. Go to Tools/Manage Add-ons, highlight the Java add-on and choose to disable it.  Close the browser, open it and navigate to www.bonus.com, choose strategy, then Word Games, then Word Well.  What happens?  Paste a screen capture.

4. Remedy the situation, return to Word Well.  Paste a screen capture. 

5. Go to Tools/Internet Options, the Security tab.  What are the predefined security levels?  

6. Click on the Custom Level button and choose Prompt for the Scripting/Active Scripting.  Navigate to a site like www.bonus.com.  Comment on the usability with this setting. 

7. Add www.webopedia.com, www.whatis.com and www.howstuffworks to your favorites.  Then use the Organize Favorites feature to place them all in a folder.  Paste a screen capture showing you just about to link to webopedia using the Favorites link. 

8.  View the source of the La Salle homepage. Find and place below the code for the color of yellow used in some of the title bars.  (HTML color codes are usually designated by a pound sign # followed by six hexadecimal numbers.) 

9. Download the file Error.htm.  Open it in the browser.  What is the type and position of the error according to message?  A message might pop up or you may have to double click on the caution icon with the exclamation mark.  If you don’t have the icon, you may have to change some of the settings under Tools/Internet Options, Advanced tab.   

10. Add a Print Preview button to the toolbar.  Perform a Print Preview of the La Salle homepage.  How much of the phone number at the lower right shows in it? Do all of the images show in the preview?

11. Go to Tools/Internet Options, Advanced tab, under Printing check Print background color and images. Do a Print Preview again.  Now do all of the images show in the preview?

12. What is the difference between clicking on the Maximize button and going to View/Full Screen?
13. View your privacy report. What is the Privacy setting for your browser?  What is the difference between third party and first party cookies? 

14. What are the other privacy settings?

15. If you change the privacy setting for one user, is it changed for all users or only that one user?

16. Under Advanced, it mentions a “session cookie,” what’s that?

17. Go to Tools/Internet Options, on the General tab, click on the Settings button under Temporary Internet Files. What is the Amount of Disk Space? 

18. Can you move your Temporary Internet Files to another drive?  If yes, how?

19. How many days are kept in your history?

20. Paste a screen capture with the history showing on the left of the browser with the sites visited today expanded.
