Update with filters.
1. The script faculty.sql creates one table consisting of 5 fields (id, username, fullname, email, and url) and inserts three records. Adapt the script so that it includes one more record with your data in it. 

2. Use the script to create the above table. 

3. Make a PHP page that places the data from the database table and places it into an HTML table (which can have but does not have to have the datatable functionality). 

4. Add an HTML comment with your name.

5. The cell containing the id field should be hidden (or at least not editable). 

6. The remaining cells should be “J-editable”. 

7. The “J-edit” functionality should be handled by a second PHP file that updates the database. 

8. The second PHP page should have a PHP comment with your name.

9. Before updating the database the email field should be tested for the correct format using PHP’s filter_var.  Only if it has the correct format, update the database (The page should display the current status of the database – whether updated or not.) 

10. Repeat the above for the url field.
