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1. Make a page and add a title John Smith’s Bauhaus SVG (with John Smith replaced by your name).

2. Add an HTML comment with your name.

3. Make the page’s background color and (font) color anything other than the default values. 

4. Put a header with John Smith’s Bauhaus SVG (with John Smith replaced by your name) at the top of the page.

5. Make an SVG element that is 200 high and 600 wide. 
6. Define a vertical gradient going from white-to-black. 

7. Define a vertical gradient going from black-to-white. 

8. Make a rectangle that covers the whole SVG element and uses the white-to-black gradient. 

9. Make a yellow triangle with points:

a. (x1, y1) =  (25, 175)

b. (x2, y2)  = (100, 25)

c. (x3, y3) = (175, 175)

10. Make a red square with an upper left hand corner of (x, y) = (225, 25) with a width and height of 150.
11. Make a blue circle with a center position of (x, y) = (500, 100) and a radius of 75.
12. Make text that says BAUHAUS and has a font size of 72pt having a vertical position of 140 and a horizontal position of 66. Make the font bold. It should use the black-to-white gradient as its fill.   If your default font is different than mine, you may have to play with this part.
